According to Amended Ohio Senate Bill 187 (Ohio Revised Code sections 109.574-577,
121.401, 121.402), Equine Assisted Therapy, Inc. is required to inform you that all
volunteers ages 18 years old and older are required to be fingerprinted within thirty (30)
days of attending volunteer training.

In 2008, Equine Assisted Therapy implemented a fingerprinting policy for all
volunteers as a best practice.
